    Rayville Saddle Club Horse Show Rules 
Rayville Club Membership:  $45 family; $25 individual.  Please contact the Treasurer for Membership 
Application. 
The Rayville Saddle Club Membership includes Hi-Point fees for 1 horse per rider combination.  
Additional horses are $10.00 each.   
 

To be eligible to receive year-end awards, the following must occur: 
(1) The membership fee noted above must be paid.  Points will not be counted until the membership 

is paid.  Points will not be retroactive. 
(2) A $50.00 sponsor fee must be paid by July 1, 2025.  A member may reach out to 

individual(s)/business(es) to obtain the sponsor fee or pay the fee personally.     
(3) Horse/Rider combination must show in at least half of the horse shows for the season (i.e. if 6 

shows are held, the horse/rider much compete in 3 shows; if 7 shows are held, the horse/rider 
must compete in 4 shows). This rule applies to performance and timed event categories 
separately. 
 

ALL HORSES MUST HAVE A PROOF OF CURRENT NEGATIVE COGGINS TEST AT EACH SHOW. 
 

Ages of riders are as of January 1st of current year. 
 

All Exhibitors Show at Their Own Risk.  All Exhibitors to Sign a Waiver of Release on the day of Show. 
All Exhibitors in 18 & under classes must wear ASTM-SEI helmets in timed events. 
 

For safety reasons there is absolutely no running of horses in or out of the gate in any timed event. 
Any complaint, concern or question regarding a show or game class must be directed to an Officer of the Club 
before or immediately after the class is finished.  Otherwise, the show/game class will stand as announced.  
 

Any issue not covered by Rayville Saddle Club rules will follow AQHA rules. 
 

The Judge’s decision is final. 
 

In timed events no horse may be shown more than twice per class with different riders. 
 

*8 & Under Walk/Whoa:  A Parent/Adult may be in the ring to assist rider as needed.  
***Walk/Trot Classes: Horse/Rider combination unable to enter canter classes 
(NP) Non Point Classes- No points accrued towards year end awards 
 
 

Ranch Horse: Adult & Youth - Horse must have Natural Mane & Tail or Roached mane. No Banded manes or 
manes shorter than 5 inches. No fake Tails allowed. Working Ranch Type Tack is the preferred gear. Any silver 
that has a working function is allowed examples: Saddle Conchos, Rear Billet Dees silver bits and spurs are 
acceptable. Any ornamental silver that does not have a working function is prohibited. The Judge may ask for a 
Walk, Jog/Extended Jog. Lope and must back this class.  Natural Headset & Free flowing gaits are the Standard 
for the Ranch Horse class.   
ALL RULES SUBJECT TO CHANGE 
 
Directions to Rayville Saddle Club Grounds:  (102 South Lee Street, Rayville, MO 64084) 
From Excelsior Springs, MO. – East on 10 Hwy, through Wood Heights to M Hwy, turn left (North) onto M Hwy, travel approximately 1 mile to U Hwy, 
turn right (East) onto U Hwy, travel approximately 5 miles to Rayville City Limit sign, take next right onto Lee Street (South).  Follow Lee Street straight 
back into the arena grounds.  
From Richmond, MO. -  West on 210 Hwy to 10 Hwy (NW), to C Hwy, turn right (North) onto C Hwy to Rayville City Limit (approx. 6 miles), to U Hwy, turn 
left (West) onto U Hwy and travel about 3 blocks to Lee Street (first street on Left), turn left and head South.  Follow Lee Street back into the arena 
grounds.   
From Hamilton/Polo:  South on 13 Hwy, at Dockery, turn right (West) onto FF Hwy, head West on FF Hwy to C Hwy, turn Left, go up long hill to U Hwy 
turn right (West) to Lee Street (first street on left). Follow that street straight back into the arena grounds.
